 Sunday Bible Study: 
Segment 1 - Discipling Disciples
July 3rd “Radical Faith!”
Key Scripture:  Luke 8: 22-25
Background scripture:  Luke 17: 5-6

Hebrews 11:1 says Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.  Faith is like our spiritual water because we don’t need a whole lot of water to survive.  We can go a long way on just a little bit of water.  Faith works the same way.  We can see God do great things in our life with a little bit of faith.  It is up to use to activate whatever amount of faith that we have.


One of Webster’s definitions for radical says “marked by a considerable departure from the usual or traditional.“  To have radical faith means to behave and believe in a way in that is not typical, logical, calculatable, and sometimes non-understandable all because you know that the great God in heaven can do great works with the little faith that is in you.

In the key scripture Jesus displays great authority when he calmed the sea.  When it was over he made a statement that implies that the disciples could show the same display of authority by simply using their faith which in this instance would be extremely radical. 
Learning Points
1. Verse 22 In the boat with Jesus
a. It is always best to be connected with Jesus before the storms come. 
b. If God spoke something at the beginning of your journey it will come to pass.

2. Verse 23 The non present presence of Jesus   
a. Jesus would not be sleeping in a boat if you were not already equipped

b. Jesus is not going to do everything for you.

c. Storms and trails are meant to test you, not Jesus.
3. Verse 24 The compassion of Jesus      
a. Because the disciples were connected with Jesus before the storm they knew who to run to in the middle of the storm.
b. Even in your inability you need to be real with Jesus
c. Even when we fail Jesus don’t let what is coming up against us destroy us

4. Verse 25  A Radical Jesus
a. Where is your faith?  Where is the valuable ointment that it is already in you?

b. Its time to think outside the box.  Its time to have non-traditional thoughts about Jesus and who he is and what he is able to accomplish and complete through us and in us.  It is never over or too late until Jesus says that it is.
