Key Scripture:  Luke 8: 4-15 
Reference scripture:  John 15: 1-8

Jesus uses a parable called the Seed and the Sower to illustrate how members of Christ become Disciples of Christ just as seeds grow into fruit.  The way to become good fruit as Jesus indicates in this passage of scripture is to hear the word, allow it to sink deep into the soil of your heart and soul so that it may become rooted.  Once we have successfully become rooted to the true vine then we are able to grow up to be good fruit and reproduce good fruit.

Teaching Points
· What is a parable – It is a story the is filled with elements that are easy to understand a deeper principle.  They are usually easy to immediately apply to our lives

· Jesus emphasizes the importance of understanding in a practical manner rather than the memory and quotation of Old Testament scripture.
· It is imperative that we move further along in discipleship regardless of where we currently are spiritual.
· How do we get there?
Indentify in the text the 4 seed scenarios and position yourself.  Remember that a small seed has all the DNA in it that it need to become a fruitful tree.  It must undergo much in order to reach and yield its potential.  Take an assessment of your growth and identify where you fit today.  What changes can you make to help your seed grow?
Seed 1 The ground that was hard and waysided need to experience brokenness so the seed (word) could be planted. 

Seed 2 The seed that grew from a rock was growing in shallow ground it needed to go deeper.
Seed 3 The seed that grew up with the thorns was destroyed because it hung around in the wrong crowd. 

Seed 4 The seed that grew and multiplied a hundred fold was in good ground.
